The Kamchatka Chamber

Orchestra was originated 12 years
ago from a Far East-well known
symphonic orchestra that had been
around for some time. The soloist
and concert master of this
orchestra, Georgii Avvakumov,
became the first artistic leader of
the new group that quickly gained
a number of listeners by its
remarkable performance of the

works of Sviridov, Chatchaturyian,
Shostakovich, Vivaldi and Mozart.

In 1990, this orchestra, in
terms of musical age not even a
week old. gained its first award at
a musical contest in Novosibirsk.
People greet the orchestra with
applaud in Kamchatka, Far East,
Siberia, but also the FEuropean part
of Russia and Moscow. Eventually.
the orchestra is invited for the
International Festival “"Mozart in
Prague”. Weeks and months of hard
work on a programme that brought
unexperienced success. The
orchestra arrives in Czechoslovakia
with a new programme: “Little-
Night Music™ by Mozart, piano
concerts by Bach and Haydn,
concert for violoncello and
orchestra of L. Boccherini as well as
new works by Russian composers.

1992. Prague again. one of the
most prestigious International
festivals of chamber music in
Cesky Krumlov. The most renowned
festival concerts were heard in the
place. The honour to open and
finish the festival was granted to
“Virtuosi di Praga” and
“Kamchatka Chamber Orchestra”.
And then concerts followed, nothing
but concerts, 17 in 12 days.
Original style, feel for music,
ability to show the orchestra in
a special light, all of that takes
breath of the listeners.

After one of the concerts German
experts in music thanked
Avvakumov and Valerii Tumilov for
the “new revelation” of Bach. Both
Czech TV channels broadcast parts
of the performance of the Russian
artists.

The best the orchestra ever
achieved was achieved thanks to
such artists like Alexandr Gilievov,
a concert master and violinist,
Valerii Tumilov, a piano player and
the Artists of the Russian
Federation, Yurii Kravezenko,

a cello player. Together with the
above named, the young artists also
participated in the great success of
the orchestra a third of which
consists of Georgii Avvakumov's

students. One of the outstanding

talents is Nikolai Savezenko, a
soloist of the orchestra, laureate of
the International Contest of
Henrych Vinyiavski. and a student
of a musical college of talented
children at the Moscow conservatory.

A major event in the life of the
group was a meeting with a Russian
conductor working in Vienna, IImar
Lapinsh. a previous chief conductor
of Tomsk Symphonic Orchestra,
artistic leader of the Kazakh
Theatre of Opera and Ballet.
conductor of the Big Theatre of
USSR. leader of the symphonic
orchestra in Mazdar (Yugoslavia).
Since his arrival the repertoire of
the Kamchatka Chamber Orchestra
presents works by Edison Denisov,
Furst, Riindauer, which
undoubtedly enriched the music
range of the orchestra.

Their
merits in the area of Kamchatka
cultural links development were
evaluated by the Minister of
Culture of Russia and the
Ambassador of the Russian
Federation in the Czech Republic.
A.A. Lebedyev whose good
relation to the orchestra is

highly valued by the musicians.
